RIDER ED ‘GIMME 5’ 

  
ITôS ALL IN YOUR HEAD 

  
  
Do you dread having to do a U-turn in a confined space, find yourself 

ñduck-walkingò your óWing around?  Do you find yourself making 

lots of small corrections as you go through curves instead of making 

nice, smooth arcs?  Good news! Itôs all in your head.  No, I donôt 

mean like that; I mean that most of your control problems are all in 

your head or, more specifically, how you position your head. 
  
The single biggest error that most riders make is their failure to 

LOOK WHERE THEY WANT TO GO.  I know that, for most of us, 

itôs been drilled into our heads since we started walking, ñLook where 

youôre going!ò  Usually, that works pretty well but motorcycle han-

dling is a bit different. 
  
Motorcycles tend to go where you are looking and the failure of riders 

to smoothly negotiate curves or successfully make U-turns is their 

failure to turn their heads and focus on their desired destination in the 

roadway.  Most riders, when making a U-turn, will focus on the road-

side or ditch rather than the area much further behind them like the 

centerline of the roadway. Iôll say it again, motorcycles tend to go 

where you are looking.  If youôre focused on the ditch, guess what?  

Thatôs where youôll go.  A Gold Wing Top Gun rider I know suggests 

that the rider should, ñLook past their antennas or tail lights.ò Another 

one told me, ñDonôt look where youôre GOING; look where you 

WANT to go.ò 

 

Similarly, if the rider doesnôt look as far through the curve as possible

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they end up doing what Lee Parks, in his excellent book, TOTAL 

 CONTROL, calls ñ50 pencingò (the British 50 Pence coin is faceted 

around its edge), basically converting the curve into a series of short, 

straight lines.  Again, the cure is to TURN YOUR HEAD. Focus your 

attention as far through the curve as possible (keeping moving your 

focus as you progress through the curve), maintain a steady or in-

creasing throttle and trust your tires (you do have good tires, donôt 

you?).  The majority of riders who crash in a curve (roughly 50%) 

follow the same process: (1) They fail to slow to an appropriate entry 

speed (thatôs a speed that will allow you to accelerate all the way 

through the curve), (2) They stop looking where they want to go (if 

they ever were), (3) They start looking where they want to land.  One 

more time; motorcycles go where you look. If you think youôre too 

fast as you enter a curve: (1) Keep looking at (or for) the exit of the 

curve, (2) Press the handlebar to lean the bike some more, (3) Hold 

your throttle steady and stay off your brakes, (4) Trust your tires. 
  
If you go back and consider the things Iôve just talked about, youôll 

see that the solutions to these very common problems are ñall in your 

head.ò Some of the solution is how you position your head; some is 

how well you use the contents of your head.  Safe riding is much 

more your eyes and brain rather than hands and feet. 
  
Motorcycling requires considerably more concentration than does 

automobile driving because motorcycles are less stable and more vul-

nerable than cars. A pothole that is uncomfortable in a car can cause a 

motor-cyclist to crash. A stone kicked up by a passing car that 

bounces off a carôs windshield can knock a rider completely off their 

bike. Consequently, a motorcyclist has to be much more aware and 

focused. 
  
Being a safe, smooth motorcyclist? Itôs all in your head.

 SECRETARY - On January 22, 2010, while vacuuming at my 

home, I had a severe chest pain.  I called Mike and told him 
if he could, I would love for him to come home.  He asked 

what was wrong and I told him I was burning in my 

chest.  He told me to take 2 aspirins and he would call me 
back.  I took the aspirins and it did not go away.  I called 

him right back and told him he had better get home or I was 

calling an ambulance.  He kept talking to me, I was scared to 

not have someone listening to me.  He came home, and in 
Mike's fashion, tried to make light of the situation.  He 

checked for my pulse, could not find it , and told me I was 

already dead.  I told him we better go to the hospital.  Got to 
the hospital, they took blood work and EKG.  No activity 

meant no heart attack.  The doctor (Dr.  Chauvin) on call in 

the ER said blood work would tell the tale and admitted me 
for 23 hour observation - took blood each 6 hours and gave 

me blood thinning shots each 12 hours.  Dr. Walter Burnette 

was the attending physician on call.  He did not like the way 

my blood work and the next three EKGs looked.  He called a 
Cardiologist, Dr. Reid Cotton, at the Jackson Heart Clinic.  I 

stayed in the hospital from Friday until  Sunday, the 24th, 

and was pre-admitted to St. Dominics that same day.  I was 
in room 2225. The next day, I had a heart cath - showed 

80% blockage in the Circumflex Artery.  It was in a place the 

doctors (there were 5 more to look at the cath-all agreed 
with Dr. Cotton) did not want to do a balloon nor a stent for 

fear of damaging the vessel.  He sent me home on Wednes-

day with medicine to try and unblock it.  I had pretty good 

days until Saturday night.  We were at the deer camp - I was 

getting ready for bed.  I had a burning in my chest 

again.  I took a nitro and it eased; slept all night.  I laid 

low the next couple of days.  I had an appointment with 

my dentist the following Tuesday.  My friend was taking  
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me.  I started getting ready - had a burning pain—took a  

nitro - pain went away - I stayed still.   At 10:00, I got up to 
finish getting dressed - the pain hit again - took another ni-

tro.  I called Dr. Cotten's office.   I was told I could take 

three nitro tablets five minutes apart but on the third con-

secutive one, to head to the nearest ER.  Mine got relieved 
after taking one.  Dr. Cotten had a cancellation that day at 

1:45. I was going to see him.  Got up to leave for my visit, 

the pain hit again at 12:30.  I called Mike and told him I was 
going to the ER.  He told me to head for St. Dominics.  He 

would be right behind me.  We made it to ER and they put 

me in ER observation over night.  I was admitted to the hos-
pital and put in room 2226.  Dr. Cotten told me again the 

blockage was in a dangerous place, but to keep me with this 

blockage was bad, too.  He asked what I wanted.  I told him 

open heart to be the last option.  He told me he had two 
more doctors to look at my cath.  Dr. Clay Hays came 

around and told me about a procedure called the Burr.  It is 

a rotor blade  procedure - they cut away the blockage to 
give me enough flow.  The morning of February 5th I had no 

idea as to the outcome, the doctors were unsure them-

selves.  I had the cath done and Thanks to God Almighty 
who worked through these two doctors, Clay Hayes and 

Mike McMullen, I was able to have a stent, no rotor blade 

procedure.  I stayed overnight and left the hospital Saturday 

afternoon, the 6th.   I know this is rather long, just wanted 
you all to know the full story.  I love you all for the phone 

calls, visits, cards,  gifts, and most important the prayers.

IRON SKILLET APPLE PIE 

 

1 Stick plus 1 Tbsp butter, divided 

1 cup brown sugar 

3 Pillsbury unroll-and-fill pie crusts 

5 Granny Smith apples, peeled, quartered, and 

         Sliced thin 

1 1/4 cups sugar, divided 

2 tsp cinnamon, divided 

 

Melt the stick of butter in iron skillet in 350-degree oven.  

Stir in brown sugar until well blended.  Place 1 pie crust 

on top of this mixture.  Place half the apple slices on top 

of crust.  Mix 1/2 cup of sugar with 1 tsp. of the cinna-

mon, and sprinkle mixture on top of apples.  Place the 
second pie crust on top and layer remaining apple slices.  

Mix 1/2 cup of the sugar and 1 tsp of the cinnamon and 

sprinkle on top of apples.  Place the third pie crust on 

top.  Sprinkle with 1/4 cup of sugar and dot with the 1 
Tbsp of butter, or more if desired.  Cut small slits in top 

of pie crust for air.  Bake at 350 degrees for 45 minutes 

on until golden brown.
